Rules, only the composition of the finalists and mix teams is different.
To the super finals, held on Saturday evening, will advance the top 8 shooters from
the absolute standings, where goes the better result of two starts.
Mix teams are assembled among the competitors, who confirm their participation no
later than Saturday at 21.00, by the absolute standing. The pairs are formed as
follows: from the absolute standing the first and the last, the second and the
penultimate and so on.
Jury members are Marko Leppéa FIN, Kaupo Kiis EST, Kristina Kivari EST, judges
with valid ISSF A licenses.

4. RIFLE/PISTOL EQUIPMENT
Equipment Control will be conducted according to ISSF Rules using approved,
calibrated instruments.
Pre-competition equipment control is not mandatory, however, athletes are
responsible for competing with legal equipment and clothing. All athletes are urged
to submit any doubtful equipment and clothing to Equipment Control for checking
before the competition. All athletes are subject to being selected for random post-
competition testing and will be disqualified if their equipment or clothing is not legal
according to ISSF Rules.
